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Prairieland United Way raises $470,062
The 2019 Prairieland United Way Campaign has surpassed its goal. The community has contributed to raise $470,062 representing 102% of the goal. “In spite of the difficulty of raising funds for charitable purposes in the current economic times, the people in the Prairieland United Way area have supported their neighbors through generous giving,” according to United Way Executive Director Karen Walker.
The economy is driving prices up for basic things families need: food, shelter, utilities, medicine and child care and is making it harder on families who are unemployed, trying to get by on one income, or who are working in low paying or part time jobs. Reports from United Way Agencies indicate more people are asking for help from the food pantries and emergency services programs than ever before. Every penny raised is going to be needed to help people here. Last year, more than 60,000 units of service were provided to our area by funds raised by Prairieland United Way. Money raised in this campaign will be used to fund social service programs in Morgan, Scott, Cass and northern Greene counties.
“Thanks to the community, our 2019 campaign chairs David and Nicole Meyer, and the members of the Board of Directors, led by President Joe Darnell working together, we raised over $470,000”, Walker said. “It takes a lot of people to raise almost a half a million dollars in a year. We have this community, many company leaders, and a strong team of dedicated volunteers on our side to help us!” Funding decisions are just beginning via the Community Panel Allocation process. 100% of the funds raised by private donations are distributed to programs right here in our four county communities.
